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GRADUATION AND COURSE CRITERIA
Requirements for graduation from Dublin Coffman, Dublin Jerome, and Dublin Scioto High Schools meet the minimum
standards as established by the State of Ohio, the Board of Education of the Dublin City Schools and the North Central
Association of Colleges and Schools.

NOTES:

1. Each student is personally responsible for periodically evaluating his/her past, present, and future program of studies to ensure all
minimum standards are met prior to graduation.  Additionally, athletes are  required to monitor their academic program and
progress to ensure eligibility.

2. Any student in Grade 12 who has not passed one or more of the state-mandated tests must schedule a proficiency test remediation class.
Upper classmen are strongly encouraged to schedule this class.

3. Students not graduating with their class have until September 15 to complete those graduation requirements.  After September 15, students
must meet the graduation requirements for the year they earn their diploma.

ELECTIVES

Once a student has met the minimum graduation requirements within a particular subject area, any additional course work
earned in that subject area is considered an elective, i.e. if a student has taken Algebra 1, Geometry, and Algebra II, they have
met the minimum graduation requirements.  If the student takes Precalculus, it is calculated as one of the 6 electives.  All course
work not required for graduation, i.e. art classes, music, band, foreign language, applied sciences, business, etc., are considered
electives. (See Course Selection Book for complete list of courses.)

21 CREDITS NEEDED FOR GRADUATION

 STATE EXAMS
Class of 2007 must have passing scores on state mandated Ohio Graduation Test.  Class of 2006 must  have passing scores on the 9th Grade Proficiency Test.
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Grade Replacement

Students are permitted to retake any class they choose for repeat credit; however, students cannot earn credit twice for the
same course.  Both grades that the student earns in repeated courses would remain on the transcript.  A “#” sign would be
placed by the lower grade denoting that the lower grade will not be calculated in the student’s GPA.  Credit will be removed
from the lower grade.  If repeating courses in summer school, the student must sign up for advanced credit courses.

Auditing Elective Classes

To audit a class a student needs to seek permission from her/his parent and the teacher of the class and submit it to the
high school principal.  The principal will make the final decision for placement.    The student must complete all assignments
and take course exams and quizzes but will receive no grades and no credits.  A student is permitted to request one elec-
tive course per school year.  An "X" on the student's transcript and grade card would denote that the class was audited.
Students may petition to audit a class prior to the seventh day of the semester.

Early Graduation

The Dublin City schools has a policy for students wishing to graduate early from high school.  Students considering early
graduation should discuss this option with their guidance counselor.

The Dublin Board of Education recognizes the need to provide alternate means by which students achieve goals of the
District through various educational options.  Such options may include, but not be limited to, distance learning, on-line
coursework, tutorial programs, independent study, correspondence courses, educational travel, mentorship programs,
summer school, early college entrance.

Educational options require application, parent permission and district approval.  Student performance may be evaluated
through the conventional grading scale or satisfactory/unsatisfactory.  Credit will be granted upon completion of the pro-
gram and will appear on the student transcript.  Credits earned from educational options may be counted toward gradua-
tion requirements.

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Each spring a series of scheduling activities takes place to assist each student in selecting appropriate courses for the  school year.
Extensive time is spent developing written information in the form of the Course Planning Handbook, worksheets and advisement forms.
Advisement Day by teachers and individual counseling is available .   The final step verifies  a student's  selections and offers the student
an opportunity to correct or change selections.  Because of this detailed program, a student has the best chance of developing a sound
educational plan and an appropriate schedule in the spring.

1.  Semester imbalances
2.  Replacement of summer school course(s) successfully completed
3.  Schedule adjustments for the educational options approved by the administration
4.  Adjustments for handicapped students
5.  Inappropriate course level as dictated by the prerequisite
6.  Requests  that appear on the verification form or original schedule form but do not appear on printed schedules
7.  Request for a change of teacher only if the student has previously received instruction from that teacher

• Requesting a change of teacher because the student does not like the teacher is not a valid request.
8.    Level change  (dropping honors or AP) and Grade Replacement  (e.g. Spanish II to Spanish I)

• Once a student, parent and teacher recognize that the level of difficulty is such that the student is not  successful, a
change should occur immediately.  The  deadline date for this type of level change is October 31,  2005.   If one of
these changes occurs between September 6 and October 31, the student will transfer into the new class with a grade
of "S".

WARNING: Dropping a course may endanger your grade placement or graduation status.  On page 3 of the
Course Planning Handbook   is a listing of the minimum credits needed for grade classification.

WARNING: Dropping  a course and earning a “WD” or “WF” will prevent a student from receiving a Gold Card or
Green Card for the 9-week grading period.

WARNING: Dropping a course may endanger your athletic eligibility. During the nine-week grading period preceding athletic
participation, the student must be passing (5) equivalencies as defined by the Ohio Athletic Association. Parents and
students are responsible for monitoring the necessary athletic eligibility requirements.  If you have any questions contact
the athletic office or coach for clarification.

          HOW DOES THE OHIO HIGH SCHOOL ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION CALCULATE ATHLETIC ELIGIBILITY?

•  A year-long course with a value of 1 academic credit = 1  OHSAA equivalency per 9 weeks.
•  A semester course worth 1/2 academic credit = 1 OHSAA equivalency per 9 weeks.
•  A blocked class worth 2 academic credits = 2 OHSAA equivalencies per 9 weeks.
•  A semester course (Phys. Ed., Office Helper) valued at 1/4 academic credit = 1/2 OHSAA equivalency per 9 weeks.
•  A year-long class (Color Guard) valued at 1/2 academic credit  = 1/2 OHSAA equivalency per 9 weeks

                SCHEDULE CHANGE GUIDELINES 2005 -2006
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HIGH SCHOOL PROFICIENCY TESTS

Ohio Ninth Grade Proficiency Test

Ohio law mandates that the conferring of a high school diploma will
depend upon the passing of proficiency tests in writing, reading,
mathematics, citizenship, and science.  Dublin Coffman, Dublin
Jerome, and Dublin Scioto High Schools administer the proficiency
tests twice a year (fall and spring) to any student who has not
passed one or more of the tests.  Students who fail one or more of
the tests are scheduled to take those tests failed during the next
regular testing session.

OHIO GRADUATION TEST
The Ohio Graduation Test (OGT) will replace the Ninth Grade
Proficiency Test beginning with the Class of 2007.  This test,
given in Grade 10 in the areas of writing, reading,
mathematics, science, and social studies, will be aligned to the
recently adopted academic content standards in each area.
Graduation from an accredited high school in Ohio will depend
on successful completion of all parts of the OGT.

NCAA COLLEGE FRESHMAN ELIGIBILITY
REQUIREMENTS

If you are planning to enroll in college and wish to participate in
Division I or Division II sports, you must be certified by the NCAA
Initial-Eligibility Clearinghouse.  There are several steps in this
process.  Students should initiate the process early in their senior
year.  For more detailed information and the application materials,
contact the Guidance Department or refer to www.ncaa.org.

Semesters of Eligibility

When you enroll in Grade 9 the first time, you have eight (8)
semesters of athletic eligibility taken in order of attendance whether
you participate or do not participate.

OHIO HIGH SCHOOL ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION
ELIGIBILITY

Knowing and following all OHSAA standards will enable you to
protect your athletic eligibility.  It is also important for you to know
that you must meet all the standards in order to be eligible.  For
additional information refer to www.ohsaa.org.

Do not change your course schedule or drop a course without first
consulting with your school counselor or athletic administrator to
determine whether it will affect your eligibility.

Eligibility for each grading period is determined by grades received
the preceding grading period.  Semester and yearly grades have
no effect on eligibility.  To be eligible as a ninth grader, you
must be currently enrolled in school and must have received
passing grades in 75% of subjects in the immediately
preceding grading period.

GRADES 9-12:  To be eligible, you must be currently enrolled in
school and must have received passing grades in a minimum of
five, one-credit courses or the equivalent and maintain a 2.0
grade point average in the immediately preceding grading period.

For eligibility purposes, summer school grades may not be used
to substitute for failing grades received the final grading period of
the regular school year or for lack of enough subjects taken the
preceding grading period.

TRANSFER OF CREDIT

Transcripts of students entering a Dublin High School will be
reviewed by the school's guidance staff.  Students from foreign
schools will be awarded a grade of "S" or "U" for all courses
appearing on the transcript and units based on the hours of class
instruction completed.

CALCULATION OF GPA

"S" and "U" grades are not calculated in a student's GPA.  The
GPA for students from foreign schools begins as they earn credit at
a Dublin High School.  These students must have a minimum of six
semesters from a high school in the United States to be eligible for
valedictorian or salutatorian.
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STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION APPROVED CRITERIA:
Diploma with Honors

Each school district shall award the Diploma with Honors to any student graduating after September 15, 1993, who meet the following
criteria:

• successfully completes the high school curriculum or individualized education program developed for the student by the high school;
• demonstrates at least a ninth-grade level of literacy and basic competency on all ninth-grade proficiency  tests; and,
• meets the criteria for honors provided below.

Beginning September 15, 2001, the student who completes the college preparatory curriculum in high school must meet any EIGHT of
the following nine criteria:

a. four credits of English

b. three credits of mathematics that includes Algebra I, Algebra II, and Geometry or completes a three-year sequence of courses that
contain equivalent content

c. at least three credits of science that includes instructional emphasis on the physical, life, and earth sciences

d. three credits of social studies

e. either three credits of one foreign language or two credits each of two foreign languages

f. one credit of fine arts

g. either one credit of business/technology and two additional credits in (a) through (f) above or earn three additional credits in (a)
through (f) above

h. maintain an overall high school grade point average of at least 3.5 on a four-point scale up to the last grading period of the senior
year

i. obtain a composite score of 27 on the American College Testing (ACT) tests or an equivalent composite score on the Scholastic
Assessment Tests (SAT I)

Beginning September 15, 2001, the student who completes an intensive career-technical education curriculum in high school must
meet any NINE of the following ten criteria:

a. four credits of English which may include one credit of applied communication

b. three credits of mathematics which should include algebra and geometry or a sequence of courses that contain equivalent content

c. three credits of science that develop concepts for physical, life, earth, and space sciences

d. three credits of social studies

e. two credits of a foreign language; or two credits of business/technology; or one credit of each

f. three credits in the student's career-technical education curriculum

g. two additional credits in (a) through (f) above or in fine arts

h. maintain an overall high school grade point average of at least 3.5 on a four-point scale up to the last grading period of the senior
year

i. complete a Career Passport that reflects achievement of the occupational proficiency benchmark established for the Ohio
Vocational Competency Assessment or the equivalent

j. obtain a composite score of 27 on the ACT test or an equivalent composite score on the Scholastic Assessment Tests (SAT I)

•Three science  credits are required for graduation from high school, one of which must be Biology.
•At least three credits of science are needed to meet minimum college admission requirements.
•All science courses are laboratory courses and require school-approved safety goggles that can be purchased in the school store.

*For all AP science courses two credits are awarded.  One credit is awarded for the course; this credit receives a weighted grade.  A
second credit is awarded for the laboratory portion of  the course; this credit is pass/fail and is not weighted.

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PHYSICAL SCIENCE- 205

Prerequisite: None
Core Grade:  9
Graded: Conventionally Credit:  1.00
Time Frame: Year

Physical Science is a one-year course in which students participate in
hands-on explorations in the fields of chemistry and physics.  Topics of
interest would include the physics of sports, astronomy, plate tectonics,
thermodynamics, sound, and light.  Energy transformations, chemistry
of the periodic table, and the conservation principles would also be
covered in this course.  Physical Science is an activity driven course
with an inquiry approach that provides both a meaningful and relevant
explanation of the physical world.  Credit for the course may be counted
toward the requirements for college articulation.  This course provides
excellent preparation for the student who expects to take biology,
chemistry, and/or physics in high school.

BIOLOGY I - 215

Prerequisite: Physical Science
Core Grade 10-12
Graded: Conventionally Credit:  1.00
Time Frame: Year

Biology I is a one-year course in which students study the living world in
a laboratory and classroom setting.  Topics of study include the
following:  laboratory safety, biotechnology, the nature of science, cell
biology, genetics, evolution, living systems, ecology, energy, and the
organization of life. Methods of instruction include data analysis,
research, laboratory work, computer simulation, and the application of
biology to daily life.

CHEMISTRY I - 236

Prerequisite: Physical Science, Biology I, and
Algebra I

Elective Grade:  10-12
Graded: Conventionally Credit:  1.00
Time Frame: Year

Chemistry I is a one-year course developed in conjunction with the
National Science Foundation and the American Chemical Society. Its
laboratory activities introduce and develop important chemical concepts
within the context of societal issues, such as: water, material structure
and use, petroleum, and the chemistry of air and the atmosphere,
commercial/industrial chemistry, and biochemistry.  Students will use
and apply their chemistry learning in decision-making activities. Critical
thinking is emphasized. This course meets college requirements for
science credits and is an effective first course in chemistry for all
students.

SYSTEMS OF THE EARTH - 213

Prerequisite: Physical Science and Biology I
Elective Grade:  11-12
Graded: Conventionally Credit:  1.00
Time Frame: Year

Systems of the Earth is a one-year course in which students study the
interactions among Earth's subsystems of water, air, land, atmosphere,
and all the living components. Students investigate the similarities
among Earth and the other planets, the unique position and
characteristics of Earth in our solar system, processes that have shaped
and continue to impact our planet and environmental issues. This
course integrates biology,  chemistry, physics, and Earth science to
characterize the picture of life on this planet. Systems of the Earth is a
laboratory science course that meets the requirements for college
articulation.

PHYSICS I - 242

Prerequisite: Physical Science, Biology I, and Algebra I
Elective Grade:  10-12
Graded: Conventionally Credit:  1.00
Time Frame: Year
Recommendation:  B or above in Algebra I

Physics I is a one-year course in which students study the laws and
principles of physics through the use of inquiry, laboratory work,
computer simulations and experiments, reading, problem-solving, and
project work. Topics of study include the following: forces, motion, light,
wave properties, optics, sound, electricity, and magnetism. Students will
also recognize that discoveries in physics and technology influence our
world.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT BIOLOGY - 217 and 2175 Lab

Prerequisite:  Biology I
Note:  Chemistry I is highly recommended prerequisite for AP Biology.
However, students may take AP Biology  without taking Chemistry I if they
secure teacher-counselor approval.
Elective Grade:  11-12
Grade: Weighted Credit:  2.00
Time Frame: Year (1.00 weighted;

 1.00 S/U)

Advanced Placement Biology parallels a college-level introductory
biology course for science majors.  It is a one-year course that includes
laboratory work, college-level reading, essay writing, and class
discussions.  It is intended for the student who wishes to obtain a strong
background in biology and who intends to take the Advanced Placement
Biology examination at the end of the year for possible college credit.
Topics of study include:  molecular and cellular biology, biochemical
concepts, evolution, organismal biology, and population biology.  AP
Biology is a double-period class.

The course includes laboratory work, lecture,
outside reading, class discussions, and extensive problem solving.  It is
intended for the serious student who wishes to obtain a strong back-
ground in chemistry.

Advanced Placement Physics B parallels a college-level introductory
physics course for science majors.

Students will study the laws and principles
of physics.  The course includes laboratory work, lecture, outside reading,
class discussions, and extensive problem solving.  It is intended for the
serious student who wishes to obtain a strong background in physics.

Graded: Conventionally Credit:  1.00
Time Frame: Year

Modern World History is the study of people and cultures
beginning circa 1750. Emphasis is placed on the development of
world events in the 20th century. The course addresses content
covered in Ohio’s Academic Content Standards and prepares
students for the Ohio Graduation Test (OGT) in Social Studies.
The study of cultures, geography, economics, government, and
civics will be integrated into historical topics. Students will also
develop decision-making, problem-solving, and critical-thinking
skills.

UNITED  STATES HISTORY, 1877 to the Present- 160
Prerequisite: Modern World History
Required Grade:  10
Graded: Conventionally Credit:  1.00
Time Frame: Year

This course is a survey of United States history from 1877 to the present. It
emphasizes content addressed in Ohio’s Academic Content Standards and
prepares students for the Ohio Graduation Test (OGT) in Social Studies.
The study of cultures, geography, economics, government, and civics will
be integrated into historical topics. Students will also develop decision-
making, problem-solving, and critical-thinking skills.

WORLD STUDIES - 164

Prerequisite: None
Graded: Conventionally Grade:  9
Time Frame: Year Credit:  2.00

World Studies emphasizes the chronological and topical links
between world history and literature. The focus will be on world
history and literature after circa 1750. The course addresses
content covered in Ohio’s Academic Content Standards and
prepares students for the Ohio Graduation Tests (OGT) in
Reading, Writing, Social Studies. Major historical events, trends,
issues, personalities, and literary selections will be emphasized.
The study of cultures, geography, economics, government, and
civics will be integrated into historical topics and literature.
Students develop independent and critical thinking skills while
examining the background of the present world situation.
Extensive reading of historical fiction and narrative is required.
Individual and group projects are an integral part of this course.
This two-period block will be team taught and will meet both
social studies and language arts requirements for Grade 9.

AMERICAN STUDIES , 1877 to the Present-166

Prerequisite: One credit each of Social Studies and English
Graded: Conventionally Grade: 10
Time Frame: Year Credit:  2.00
Recommendation:  English and/or Social Studies Teacher(s)

Recommendation

American Studies explores the links between United States history
and literature. The focus will be on U.S. history and literature following
Reconstruction (1877). The course addresses content covered in
Ohio’s Academic Content Standards and prepares students for the
Ohio Graduation Tests (OGT) in Reading, Writing, Social Studies.
Major historical events, trends, issues, personalities, and literary
selections will be emphasized. Extensive reading of historical fiction
and narrative is required. This two-period block allows for student
presentations, combined assessments, group and individual projects,
and class discussions. American Studies is team-taught and will fulfill
both social studies and language arts requirements for Grade 10.
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT UNITED STATES HISTORY - 163

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies
Required Grade: 11-12
Grade: Weighted Credit: 1.00
Time Frame: Year
Recommendation:  Teacher Recommendation or B or higher in

previous social studies course

Advanced Placement United States History is designed to help students
develop analytic skills and acquire knowledge necessary to deal
critically with issues and events in United States history. Beginning in
the 1600s, the course focuses on the foundations of our nation and of
American democracy. AP U.S. History prepares students for college
work by making demands upon them equivalent to those of full-year
introductory college courses. Students will develop skills necessary to
arrive at conclusions on the basis of informed judgments and to present
reasons and evidence clearly and persuasively in written form. Students
with a deep interest in U.S. history will enjoy the course. Strong reading
and writing skills will be emphasized. The completion of a summer
reading assignment and the purchase of supplemental materials is
necessary to successfully complete the course. Students are urged to
take the Advanced Placement test in the spring.

UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT - 170

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies
Required Grade:  12
Graded: Conventionally Credit:  0.50
Time Frame: Semester

United States Government examines the principles and practices of
the federal government. Students explore the basic structure of the
U.S. government and focus on skills needed to become effective,
participatory citizens. There is an emphasis on practical application of
knowledge and skills through simulation and community interaction.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT U. S.  GOVERNMENT &
POLITICS - 171

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies
Required Grade:  12
Grade: Weighted Credit:  1.00
Time Frame: Year
Recommendation:  Teacher Recommendation or  B or higher

in a previous social studies course

Advanced Placement United States Government and Politics is
designed to help students develop analytic skills and acquire
knowledge necessary to deal critically with issues and events in
United States government and domestic politics. The course prepares
students for college work by making demands upon them equivalent
to those of full-year introductory college courses. Deep interest in the
subject will be an asset. Strong reading and writing skills will be
emphasized. The completion of a summer reading assignment and
purchase of supplemental materials is necessary to successfully
complete the course. Students are urged to take the Advanced
Placement test in the spring.

SOCIOLOGY - 137

Prerequisite: None
Elective Grade:  10-12
Graded: Conventionally Credit:   0.50
Time Frame: Semester

Sociology is the study of human social behavior, groups and
organizations, and society. The course promotes civic responsibility
and respect for individual rights through the analysis of
demography, culture, social structure, social constructions, social
institutions, an social stratification.  Issues such as deviant
behavior, the influence of the electronic media, race and ethnic
relations, and the extremes of wealth and poverty in an
interdependent globalized society are all issues that will be
examined.

PSYCHOLOGY - 138

Prerequisite: None
Elective Grade:  10-12
Graded: Conventionally Credit:   0.50
Time Frame: Semester

Psychology is the study of mental processes and human
behavior. The course promotes good mental health through the
study of the nervous system, thinking, emotion, motivation,
learning and memory, social interaction, personality, and
psychopathology. Practical applications such as problem-solving,
decision-making, communication, and group skills will be
stressed.

AMERICAN FOREIGN POLICY - 173

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies
Required Grade: 12
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 0.50
Time Frame: Semester

American Foreign Policy explores questions related to who makes
foreign policy, how policy decisions have been made in the past, and
how past and present policies might affect the future. Intensive study of
special topics will focus on practical application.

CONTEMPORARY AMERICAN POLITICS - 172

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies
Required Grade: 12
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 0.50
Time Frame:        Semester

In this course, students examine the dynamics of the American
political system and the impact of political events on the United States
government. The course focuses on current events, controversial
issues, and political debate.
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INTERNATIONAL DIPLOMACY:  A COMPUTER
SIMULATION - 175

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies
Elective: Technology Grade: 12
Graded: Conventionally Credit:  0.50
Time Frame: Semester

This course involves students in an exercise that focuses on the Arab/
Israeli conflict. This activity is offered in conjunction with the University
of Michigan’s Computer Learning School. Additional international
issues that affect the rest of the world will also be addressed. Students
will participate in an exercise to gain knowledge of Mideast issues.
Students will also learn word processing, functions of various
telecommunications software, and use of the internet. The activity
requires students to interact with other students around the world. As a
result of this interaction, students develop persuasive writing skills. This
class lends itself well to those students who prefer to take responsibility
for their own learning and are self-motivated.

ECONOMICS - 174

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies
Required Grade: 12
Graded: Conventionally Credit:  0.50
Time Frame: Semester

In the first part of this course, students examine basic economic
concepts in the study microeconomics. Later, the focus turns to
macroeconomic concepts and their implementation in policy at both the
national and global levels. Emphasis, however, will be placed on the US
economy and economic policy decisions.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT EUROPEAN HISTORY- 168

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies
Required Grade:  11 - 12
Grade: Weighted Credit:  1.00
Time Frame: Year
Recommendation:  Teacher Recommendation or  B or higher

in a previous social studies course

Advanced Placement European history is a college-level course for
which students may receive college credit upon successful completion
of the AP European History exam.  The course curriculum involves
European history since 1450 and will introduce students to historical
events, concepts, personalities and social developments that shaped
Western civilization.  Major themes include European exploration, the
Renaissance and Reformation, Industrial Revolution, imperialism, and
the world wars.  The course will specifically emphasize analytical
thinking, development of essay writing skills and a special emphasis
on document study.  The completion of a summer reading assignment
and purchase of supplemental materials is necessary to successfully
complete the course.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT WORLD  HISTORY- 128

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies
Required Grade:  11 - 12
Grade: Weighted Credit:  1.00
Time Frame: Year
Recommendation:  Teacher Recommendation or  B or higher

in a previous social studies course

Advanced Placement World History is designed to help students
develop analytical skills and acquire knowledge necessary to deal
critically with issues and events in World History.  The workload and
expectations are similar to an introductory college course.  The course
focuses on the development of people and societies from ancient
times (8000 B.C.) to present day. Themes emphasized include the
political and economic organization of the society.  The completion of
a summer reading assignment and purchase of the supplemental
materials is necessary to successfully complete the course.  Students
are encouraged to take the Advanced Placement exam in the spring.

SPECIAL TOPICS IN SOCIAL STUDIES:  PHILOSOPHY- 140
 (Dublin Jerome High School Only)
Prerequisite: None
Elective Grade: 11 - 12
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 0.50
Time Frame:        Semester

This course is a semester-long introduction to philosophy.  Students will
examine the different branches of philosophy (e.g., metaphysics), and
the history of this field of study.  The course will enable students to
sharpen their logical reasoning skills.

The Franklin County Educational Service Center provides this opportunity
for high school seniors to explore and experience public policy issues.
Students will attend a year-long class in social science including; history,
government, current events, and economics and participate in public
service activities within the statehouse, governor's office, the judicial
system, state agencies, City Hall and the media.  In addition, a related
course will provide students with field experiences in service learning
through mentorships, internships, partnerships, etc. within the above public/
governmental agencies.  Students will also be engaged in action research
as they investigate social issues impacting our city, state, county, and
nation.
Students will be selected for admission to the Public Policy School by a
panel of educators and practitioners based upon an application process
which includes a written essay of interest in public service, proof of
academic preparedness, recommendations from teachers and staff, and
approval from parents/guardians.  Students chosen for the Public Policy
School will attend class from 12:30 PM to 3:00 PM and will earn 3 credit
hours (2 social science, 1 related experiential). Students will have the
opportunity to learn about their own leadership styles and also observe
leadership styles of our leaders by participating in field placements in
branches/levels of the government as well as public service agencies.

Many programs are operated in partnership with several central Ohio
two- and four-year colleges.  Thousands of dollars in scholarships are awarded to Tolles students each year.

Students may want to take advantage of the opportunity to earn credit and prepare for the future through full-day or half-day options.
Academic classes can be completed at a Dublin City High School and the technical portion of their preparation is completed at Tolles.
